C (6) 2½” x 2½”, cut once diagonally - light blue
(2) 2½” x 2½”, cut once diagonally - green

D (1) 4” x 4” - cut twice diagonally

E (1) 3” x 3”

F (4) 1½” x 3”

Assembly:

1.	 Using templates on Page I4-3,  appliqué four Unit F to Unit E.
2.	 Using templates on Page I4-2,  foundation piece sections.
3.	 Assemble sections and sew together. 
4.	  Join Unit B to the right side of the block, and then the left.
5.	 Join Unit A to the top of the block and then the bottom.  Square up block to measure 5½” x 5½” square.
